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Ministerôs Message 

ñThink of us in this way, as servants of Christ and stewards of 

Godôs mysterieséthe Lord will bring to light the things now 

hidden in darkness and will disclose the purposes of the 

heart.ò  1 Cor. 4:1,5b 

 

In his book, ñThe Emerging Church,ò the Rev. Bruce Sanguin 

chronicles and reflects upon the process of co-creation that 

the congregation at Canadian Memorial United Church went 

through that reformed and revitalized them. He says, ñWeôre 

not here to copy. Weôre here to co-create. We need to 

recapture the sense of being a movement, not a static church that exists to perpetuate structures 

and beliefs that served us well in the past.ò    

 

Now, you know I will be intrigued when quantum principles are discussed. So I was pleased to 

read that he shares some thoughts that I have about the nature of God as we are able to 

understand God today and how this can be applied to congregational life. Sanguin talks about 

God as expressed through the quantum principles of emergence, novelty, self-organization, non-

locality. These are laws of science, nature and Spirit that help us to co-create whatever 

vision we hold. What does this have to do with life at Gibsons United? Read oné 

 

In this context congregations can be seen as places of creative emergence ï places where 

energy organizes itself toward more abundant life. We know that the church is not the 

building. The church is the people. The building offers a place to come together and focus our 

energies to create good things. 

 

When we enjoin the co-creative energy of God, amazing things happen, like they did in 

2010. At one point we wondered if we could meet expenses as congregational givings were 

down about $15,000. But something stirred among us that led to novel ways of fund and fun 

raising. (The quantum principles of emergence, novelty and self-organization at work!) New 

people got involved; others who had been less active stepped up in big ways. Those who have 

always been faithfully at work continued in their life of discipleship, and by the end of the year 

we hovered around break-even. Well done, everyone! Hallelujah! And Amen! In quantum 

speak, God emerged through novelty and self-organization ï because we enjoined the Divine 

co-creative energy. 

 

Of course, congregational life is not about meeting the bottom line, although we could not 

congregate as we do if we didnôt.   

Congregational life 

is about living the dynamic life of Spirit 

as we enjoin 

the creative emergence of God. 

 

When we do that, we discover that the whole is indeed greater than the sum of the parts. The new 

ñwholeò has sameness, yet more complexity; it has predictability and unpredictability.

Ministerôs Message (continued) 

I think it fair to say that in 2010 we allowed ourselves to begin to trust this dynamic, 

emergent principle in action. Yes, we did some of the same things, but we also did some of 

the same things in new ways. We did completely new things. We had fun. We grumbled. 

We laughed. We lamented. We looked ahead with foresight. We looked back in surprise. 

And we experienced abundant life in ways we hadnôt before imagined. The spring and 

Christmas seasons were very busy but fun. They took a lot of energy even as they brought a lot 

of life. Of the several noteworthy events of the year I will mention two. 

 

First, the theatrical production "Gibsonsô Gold.ò Out of what was sometimes chaos, the beauty of 

implicate order emerged. This play truly brought the congregation together with the Gibsons 

community in the sacred spirit of life, laughter  and love. When that happens, the Spirit of 

Christ is palpable, and it was. Special thanks to Linda Norris who held the vision and worked 

with us faithfully to make it happen. 

 

Second, the Angel Tree Project. What began eight years ago with a simple idea of outreach and 

care for those outside of our church family, has now grown into an entity of its own, worthy of 

its own discipleship team. Special thanks to Donna Gopp who holds the vision of sharing our 

wealth, especially at Christmastime, in the spirit of unconditional love and tangible support. 

Thank you for bringing us together to manifest Godôs commonwealth in the community. 

 

Some of these new things we tried or adapted will call for more structure and organization if we 

are to do them again. Thatôs great! It will give us the opportunity to reflect upon what was done 

and see how we can improve. 

 

So where do we go from here? Or, put in the context of quantum principles: 

What is the future that needs us in order to emerge? 
Quantum science and theology recognize that there is an implicate order to creation. In other 

words, there is something waiting to emerge. We have already conspired with God to create 

something new by who we have been and what we have done. The spiritual ñfoundationò is 

already present. The mystery is, What possibilities does God hold for us in the future? 

What can God see for us that we are ready to grow into? 
To answer that question we need to know what is unique about us. We need to ask, What anchors 

us, both in ways that steady us, and in ways that hold us back? What particular gifts does the 

congregation of Gibsons United have to offer? What might manifest if we dared to trust the 

creative energy that swirls in our midst? What does the Spirit want us to embody? If we were a 

movement of disciples, what would that look like? Jesusô ministry was not tied to a building. 

He and his disciples moved around, wherever they were needed. 

 

It takes courage to allow ourselves to emerge into the flow of creative spirit. When we release 

into the unknown it is scary. And when we are afraid we tend to hold on to what we know best, 

so letôs not get caught up in thinking that getting more ñmembersò is the key. The key is 

wanting to live life in the Spirit so that we can co-create with God.   
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Ministerôs Message (continued) 

This implies freedom and movement and I like the ñdiscipleship modelò because it allows for 

that. The ñmembership modelò invites people into a pre-existing structure with set rules of 

organization. The discipleship model invites people to move along with us, whether at the 

periphery or the core of the body, as we shapeshift along with Godôs energy. It means our 

structure is free to adapt to the needs of the ministry we are being called to.   
 

Within the discipleship model, to be ñthe churchò means that:  

We are a movement of Christian disciples 

seeking congregational life 

so that we can enjoin the creative emergence of God 

to live a dynamic life of Spirit. 

 

Is there really a difference between being a ñdiscipleò and being a ñmember?ò In order to clarify 

the difference meant when using those terms, I refer to pages 57-58 of Sanguinôs The Emerging 

Church:  

 

ñChristians are disciples of Christ, not members of a church club. 

Members pay their dues and want to know what they are getting for their money.  

 

Disciples make an offering of all their resources and want to know how their money is being 

used for Christ. 

Members expect a regular visit from their minster ï after all, theyôre card-carrying members! 

 

Disciples expect to visit the sick, the imprisoned, and the lonely. 

Members help ñthe ministerò out. 

 

Disciples discern and deploy their own gifts for ministry. 

Members fill bureaucratic slots in the church system. 

 

Disciples serve according to their Spirit-given gifts. 

Members have an organizational affiliation. They talk about how many years they have been 

members. 

 

Disciples express their allegiance to Christ in a dynamic faith community and want to talk about 

the difference their community of faith is making in the world.ò 

 

We are disciples of Christ. What difference do we want to make in the world in his name? What 

is the future that needs us in order to emerge?

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wondercafe 

One of our new initiatives in 2010 was the wondercafe. We purchased 

some of the supporting merchandise from the United Church of Canada ï 

logo coffee mugs and a sign ï and sent out flyers in December of 2009 

advertising it. In our ads we said, ñThere is no hidden agenda. There are 

no prerequisites, only the wish to pursue the deeper issues in life and to be 

with people who care about each other and will support each other. It is 

free. So, come join us for safe, open-minded conversation and good coffee. 

We plan to meet every week to talk about what is important in life: 

relationships, loving, maturing meaningfully, health, believing in something, having faith in 

oneself and any other topic that is important to anyone in the group. We think it will be a life-

enriching experience.ò We had a good response (about 15 telephone inquiries) and it showed us 

that there are people in the community who want to gather to talk about meaningful things, 

without it intentionally relating to religion. 

 

Ulrich Schaffer, world renowned spiritual writer and photographer, offered to co-facilitate the 

group with me. We met on Thursday evenings from 7 to 9pm in the sanctuary. We had a table of 

coffee, tea and goodies available and we moved the chairs into a circle for conversation. Ulrich 

or I would begin with a reading for reflection and we just let the conversation flow freely from 

there. One week we went to see the film Avatar so we could discuss it (most found it lacking in 

spiritual depth although it had a relevant pro-ecology, anti-war theme.) The weekly sharing was 

rich and diverse, covering a spectrum of thoughts, beliefs and worldviews. The early meetings 

drew up to 24 people, but the numbers dwindled to those who were committed to the process and 

fellowship. By the time the group wrapped up in the summer, there were about 10 people who 

were regulars. About half the group were already members or adherents of Gibsons United; the 

others were ñunchurched.ò We all felt that it was a life-enriching experience. 

 

Co-facilitation worked well and Ulrich and I enjoyed working together. It was difficult to get the 

group going again in the fall as Ulrichôs book and photography tours called him away and the 

fall quickly led into a very busy November and December for church events for me. There has 

been interest in starting it up again but Ulrichôs available time is limited and I have not had the 

time to re-organize this. It is great to have something new work well. It is another thing to sustain 

it. Perhaps we can find other ways to get it going again. This format requires skilled leadership, 

skilled volunteer leadership. Ulrich gave his time freely and we are very grateful for that. Thank 

you, Ulrich and Traudi, for helping make this group as meaningful as it was. 

 

We did not charge the people who came as this was an outreach initiative so no money was 

brought in, except for the evenings when the wondercafe presented Anna Beaumont, a talented 

vocalist who, through her exquisite voice, brought the writings of the 13
th
 c. mystic, Rumi, to 

lif e. Donations netted approximately $200.00. The wondercafe also sponsored The Art of 

Storytelling, led by motivational speaker and local, David Roche, and Welsh guest, Chris Tally 

Evans. These events were meant to reach out to an even wider audience, and although they did 

not bring new people to the group, they provided different ways for us to come together with the 

wider community. 
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I am always hopeful when I hear people say, ñWow, isnôt this a wonderful thing. Not ñchurchyò 

at all. I like it. Almost makes me want to come to your church.ò  And I try not to be disappointed 

when they so rarely do. If our bottom line was stronger it wouldnôt concern me in the least. I 

would gladly and simply rejoice in the new friends made!

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Ministry and Personnel Team 

On May 8
th
, 2010 Sylvia Kopeck, Rev Terri Scallon and Lee Haffner went 

to Northwood United to attend a workshop on the responsibilities and 

duties of the M&P committee. It was very helpful for Lee as a new 

member to this committee and we all benefitted from the expertise and 

information provided. We learned that our major role is to ensure 

relationships between the paid staff, volunteer workers and committees 

function properly and to help resolve any issues that arise. 

 

Our committee consisted of Sylvia Kopeck, Lee Haffner, Vel Thomson, and Linda Norris. We 

met over the summer to discuss approaching the staff to inquire about their joys and concerns, as 

is our mandate from General Council. We also discussed concerns some members of the 

congregation brought forward about a lack of communication. The concerns of some members of 

the congregation, especially the choir, over the way Board decisions were being communicated 

to the congregation and the choir, were taken to heart. We discussed how to improve 

communication within the congregation, with the minister, with the board, with the choir and 

with concerned members and together we came up with ideas to implement. 

 

Toward that end announcements were made on Sunday mornings in September to make sure 

people were aware written copies of the Board meeting minutes would be posted on the bulletin 

board in the Hall, and that copies would be available in the Narthex. Also people could find 

additional copies of minutes in the office. Communications regarding decisions have been 

improved. For example, the Worship and Music Team asked for the opinions of congregation 

members, via email and written survey, what their wishes were for the music ministry at Gibsons 

United. We made changes in accordance with these responses that resulted in moving from 

having a music coordinator to having a choir director/pianist. This was also in response to a 

stated objective in the 2009 report that there was a need for a choir director. We now have Kelly 

Smit, who has been working with our choir since September. At this time the music program for 

the church is on a ñtrial basisò and the past 4 months will be reviewed as we work on our 

visioning process. Contracts will be prepared according to the results of this process and ongoing 

evaluations. 

 

Comments we have received so far are that Kelly has provided excellent music choices, that she 

brings us additional musicians from time to time and has provided us with wonderful music for 

our gospel choir nights. We have enjoyed Ken Dalgleish, Boyd Norman and Tim Enns 

enormously at the gospel jam sessions. Lee has met with Kelly Smit a few times this past Fall to 

receive her comments on how things are going for her. Kelly reports that she is enjoying her time 

with us. 

 

With regard to communicating these changes, Rev Terri made an announcement at two 

September Sunday services to let people know what decisions had been made and why,  what we 

would be doing over the next few months, and where to find Board meeting minutes. She 

reminded us that we are all welcome to attend Board meetings and be part of the decisions of our 

Church.  
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Ministry and Personnel Team (continued) 

Lee and Sylvia have spoken to Lynda Coote, our church secretary, a number of times over this 

past year about her job satisfaction and have done what they could to resolve some issues for her. 

Lynda would find her job easier if we downloaded the software she needs to be able to scan 

documents on our scanner when she needs to. She would also like to spread the word that she 

needs more lead time if we want her to help produce media releases for events we sponsor over 

the year. We are pleased to continue to have Lynda and her expertise in our church family. 

 

Lee also spoke to Lynda MacIntosh our caretaker, at Christmas to wish her Merry Christmas and 

to check to make sure she had everything she needed. She reported that she is fine.  

 

We have not had a formal meeting with our Minister to inquire about her job satisfaction or to 

see if there are things we could do to help her in her job. However, Lee continues to have regular 

and frequent contact with Terri through church life which offers ongoing communication. Our 

committee will meet formally with Terri in January. We hope she knows we are available for 

anything she needs in order to feel supported and appreciated. Our team is currently reviewing 

the Minister's salary, allowances and benefits and we will be making a recommendation to the 

next board meeting and AGM that, at a minimum, the Minister receive her cost of living 

increase. 

 

Linda Norris, our team member, has had a challenging year so has not attended our meetings but 

is there in spirit. She will not be continuing in her role in the M &P committee next term. We 

wish her a speedy recovery. It has been a year of growth and learning and we look forward to 

supporting our minister, church secretary, musical director, and janitor as well as our church 

family in meaningful ways in the coming year.
